
The Survey of Dialects of the Marathi Language (SDML) 

(2017 – 2023) 

This project was taken up jointly by Deccan College Deemed University, Pune 

and Rajya Marathi Vikas Sanstha, Mumbai in September 2017. The main 

objectives of the project were – 

(i) To create a digital database of social and regional variation in 

contemporary Marathi spoken in the state of Maharashtra using the 

methods of dialectology 

(ii) To present the variation observed in selected linguistic features in the 

form of computer-generated dialect maps 

The outcomes of the project (e.g. about seventy dialect maps and nearly seven 

hundred audio-linked and linguistically annotated texts) are available in 

Marathi and in English on a dedicated website www.sdml.ac.in under the 

Creative Commons Attribution-ShareAlike 4.0 International License.
